ENROLLING NOW FOR 2019

NAPLAN

Next week our Year 3 and 5 children will sit The National Assessment Program — Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN).
NAPLAN is an annual national assessment for all students in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9. All students in these year levels are
expected to participate in reading, writing, language conventions (spelling, grammar and punctuation) and numeracy
tests.
